Learning the Turkish Alphabet and the Sounds of Turkish

· Step 1: Listen to the Turkish alphabet chart in ET, Unit 1.  Practice distinguishing between similar sounds or pairs of letters.  Do you find any letters especially challenging?  Listen to them again.

· Step 2: Study the Turkish alphabet and pronunciation notes in ET, Unit 1, paying particular attention to the sections The Vowels, The Consonants and The ‘Soft G’.  Now recite the alphabet, trying to make your pronunciation sound as close to the native speaker’s as you can.  Do you think you’ve got the hang of it now?  Recite it again.  

Notice that: some Turkish letters, such as ‘c’, are pronounced very differently in Turkish than in English, even though they look the same!  Sometimes Turkish uses a single letter to convey a sound we use two letters to express in English (e.g. ‘ç’ or ‘ş’).

Pay special attention to: learning to comfortably pronounce Turkish letters which do not exist in English, including the soft ‘ğ’ and the vowels ‘ı’, ‘ö’ and ‘ü’.
· Step 3: As you read The Turkish Alphabet Chart aloud, be sure that you also recite all boldface Turkish words ALOUD at least twice, to practice your pronunciation. Now spell out each word, using the Turkish name for each letter: “Merhaba—me-e-re-he-a-be-a.”  

Try it: Can you spell your first and last name aloud in Turkish?  The name of the author of the textbook?   The name of the founder of the Republic of Turkey?  The current Prime Minister of Turkey?  The capital city?
· Step 4: Complete the dictation exercises for Study Guide 1 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
· Step 5: Complete listening exercises A-D in ET, Unit 1, Section 9: Listening.  Every time you write or hear a Turkish word, repeat it aloud!
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out the answers to Unit 1, Section 9, Exercise C
· Step 6: Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial:  
· Can you recite the alphabet from memory?   Try reciting only the consonants.

· List all the Turkish vowels from memory.  Did you remember them all?  Can you pronounce them comfortably?  For each vowel, practice saying a Turkish word which contains it.  

· Listen to the recording of the alphabet again.  Can you identify each letter?

· Spell ten of your new vocabulary words aloud in Turkish.  Now try writing them out from memory.  Can you write all new letters comfortably?

Turkish Greetings and Inquires about Well-Being
· Step 1: Review, listen to and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 2, Section 1: Conversation: Merhaba!.  

Be sure to: pay attention to the sections ‘Being formal and informal in Turkish’ and ‘Cultural note’.  Do you understand when to use formal vs. informal greetings in Turkish?  Remember to factor in situation, age and gender.  How might you greet your boss in Turkish?  What about a child you are baby-sitting? 

· Step 2: Watch the video on CultureTalk Turkey Everyday Life: Social Interactions: “Comparing Interactions in Turkey and the U.S.” (English)
· Step 3: Practice formal and informal greetings by talking OUT LOUD to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking Turkish, so do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Pick a person.  In front of the mirror, practice greeting him or her over and over again, until you can do it from memory.  Can you do that comfortably, without peeking at the textbook?  Great.  Now try playing both parts.  (If a roommate or family member walks in on you, why not greet them in Turkish, too?)

· Say hello to inanimate objects.  Ask photos of your favorite celebrities how they are.

· Whom did you see yesterday?  Practice how you would greet each person in Turkish, and exchange formulaic inquiries of wellbeing (“How are you?”, etc.).
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out ET, Unit 2, Section 2:Listening  (1-4)
· Step 4: At your Conversation Session, you will role play various situations where people exchange greetings. What is the best way to prepare by yourself?  Practice role playing!
· Invent 4 different greeting situations, and be ready to role play them with your fellow students.  Some ideas: talking with someone much younger/older than you; with a friend; with a stranger of the opposite gender; with the President; with a professor. 

· Do you feel comfortable exchanging greetings and partings now? 

· What about asking and responding to basic questions about well-being? (e.g. “How are you?”)
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write two dialogues of your own. You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading your lines aloud!  You don’t need to memorize your own dialogues word for word, but you should be comfortable using all the grammar, greetings and vocabulary in them.  One dialogue should be formal, the other informal.  The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Step 1: Review and complete the assigned portion of ET, up to and including Section 4: Grammar Point: Personal Pronouns.

· Step 2: Memorize the personal pronouns in ET Unit 2, Section 4: Personal Pronouns, (these words correspond to the VBE 1.0 Pronouns).

· Step 3: Complete VBE 1.0 Pronouns, and memorize any unfamiliar words and phrases.
· Step 4: Watch the Turkish Grammar Video:
· Personal Pronouns: Personal Pronouns
· Step 5: Memorize “Rule 1: Four-Way Vowel Harmony”, introduced in ET Unit 2, Section 3: Grammar Point: Vowel harmony -I.

Use the exercise which immediately follows the chart to practice Rule 1: Four-Way Vowel Harmony.  Remember to say each word aloud.

· Step 6: Watch the Turkish Grammar Video:
· How do Turkish sounds and letters behave?: 4-way Vowel Harmony
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out the Exercise beginning “Add the appropriate form of the suffix +sIz…”  in ET Unit 2, Section 3: Grammar Point: Vowel harmony –I. 
Vocabulary Practice 

· Step 1: Listen to and memorize the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Turkish in Turkey, “Useful Expressions.”  You should be able to read, understand and use them effortlessly by the time of your conversation session.

· Step 2: Practice reading and repeating each new Turkish word you’ve seen in your textbook this week ALOUD.   Can you pronounce it without hesitating?  Do you know what it means?  Can you use it in a sentence?

Challenge!  Try to use two of your new Turkish words in a sentence together.  

· Step 3: Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in ET, Unit 1 and the assigned portion of Unit 2 

Note: it is not necessary for you to memorize the entire vocabulary list at the beginning of Unit 2 for this week, though you are naturally free to do so.
· For all new vocabulary, follow these three steps! 

· Step A: Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Step B: Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Step C: Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence.
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· If you’re confused or would like clarification about anything you’ve encountered while studying Turkish this week, please make note of your questions.  You’ll have a chance to ask them in English. 

· Be prepared to recite the alphabet, practice difficult sounds, and spell aloud in Turkish. 

· At your Conversation Session, expect to be given instructions and simple commands in Turkish!  If you don’t understand at first, you can always ask for a repetition.  Try to guess the meaning of unfamiliar vocabulary based on context (e.g.“Sit down.”, “Please get in pairs.”)

· Be prepared to exchange greetings and partings, both formal and informal (with a child, with your boss, etc.).

· Be prepared to ask and answer basic questions about well-being (“How are you?”, etc.)

· Be prepared to talk about what you know about Turkey.  It’s a good idea to read a little bit (in English) about the history of Turkey, or look up an online Turkish newspaper that publishes an English edition.  What made you interested in learning Turkish?  

Homework for Tutorial

· Write out ET, Unit 1, Section 9, ex. C. 

· Write out ET, Unit 2, Section 2:Listening  (1-4)

· Write out the Exercise beginning “Add the appropriate form of the suffix +sIz…”  in ET Unit 2, Section 3: Grammar Point: Vowel harmony –I. 

· Write two new dialogues similar to the ones in the assigned portion of ET, Unit 2.  One dialogue should be formal, the other informal.  The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
· Be prepared to write out a dictation based on Turkish Vocabulary by Domain Exercise: 1.0 Pronouns
A Tip: When writing a dialogue, always try to challenge yourself – use as much of your new vocabulary as you can.  Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia Turkish in Turkey, and the Vocabulary Building Exercises, not just from the textbook dialogues.  Take this opportunity to memorize and use the “other expressions” listed below the textbook dialogues.  Be creative!
