Reinforcement of material from last week

Read an article on some aspect of Turkish culture (music, politics, film, food, education, etc.), and compare it with your own experience.  Be prepared to discuss and ask questions (in English) at your tutorial.

Tell Us About Yourself!

One of the key skills you’re mastering in Turkish I is how to give basic information about yourself in Turkish.

· Step 1: See how it’s done!  Read through Unit 6, Section 10: Reading: Özlem’in günlüğü.  Read it once silently, then once ALOUD.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out Unit 6, Section 11: Writing.  Your response should be at least 12 sentences long, and include at least 10 verbs in the present progressive tense.

Strengthening Listening Skills
· Step 1: Listen Unit 6, Section 12: Listening, and answer the six questions.

· Step 2: Complete the dictation exercises for Study Guide 9 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety. The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written. Check your own work. Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.

· Step 3: Watch and study the CultureTalk Turkey video: 
· Arts & Entertainment: Entertainment Choices: Where People Go to Have Fun.  
As usual, watch the video and try to understand as much as you can before you look at the Turkish transcription.  Can you spot the use of the dative case?  Don’t worry if you don’t understand all of the endings yet; try to get the ‘gist’.  Watch the video again, and read the English translation.   
On the Phone
· Perform the phone conversation in Unit 6, Section 13: Reading: Telefonda ALOUD to yourself at least twice.  Then answer the reading comprehension questions aloud. 
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write two new dialogues similar to the one in ET, Unit 6 Section 13: Telefonda.  These dialogue should take place over the phone, and should be at least 15 lines long.  One dialogue should be formal, the other informal  Make use of the dative case, and the present progressive tense.  Incorporate new vocabulary from Unit 6 and from this week’s VBEs.  Be prepared to participate in a similar dialogue at your tutorial.
Strengthening What You Know
· This is the last of your Study Guides for Turkish I.  Congratulations!  By now, you’ve mastered a lot of new skills in Turkish.  You’ve learned how to handle a variety of situations entirely in Turkish.
Before your final exam, be certain that you are comfortable participating in all of the kinds of dialogues you’ve practiced this semester, and using all of the grammar and vocabulary you have learned.
· Step 1:  Work through Unit 6, Section 14: Exercises A to J.  You do not have to write all of these out, but you should say them aloud.  Notice where you go slowly, struggle, or cannot remember certain words.  This will help you know what you most need to review.
· Step 2: This is a good week to start reviewing vocabulary from earlier Study Guides.  

· Step 3: Remember, only practice will make you comfortable speaking in Turkish.  Go back and perform any dialogues you struggled with.  

· Step 4: Make sure you’ve mastered certain key, formulaic phrases that will enable you to cope in a Turkish conversation, even when you don’t understand everything.  Can you say each of the following in Turkish?  Check at your tutorial if you are unsure.

· I don’t understand

· Please repeat

· More slowly, please
· Remember, the English filler word “um” sounds like a vulgarity in Turkish.  If you are stuck for a word, the Turkish “şey” (literally, ‘thing’, but used like English “um” or “er”) is a good substitute. 
Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from this Study Guide’s dialogues and the VBEs 1.0 Personal Information and 1.0 Questions, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 6.  

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence.

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to have a conversation “on the phone”.  
· Be prepared to keep practicing the dative case and vocabulary for professions.

· Be prepared to play a game in which must put any of the verbs you’ve learned so far in the Present Progressive tense.
· Be prepared to answer basic questions about yourself, and ask basic questions about other people. 

· Be prepared to discuss (in English) differences between Turkish and American culture, and the English-language Turkish newspaper article you chose to read this week.
· Be prepared to participate in a listening exercise.
· Be prepared to participate in a more naturalistic conversation, in which you use elements from many of the dialogues you have learned so far.
