Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from the previous Study Guide
· Step 1:  Can you still form the genitive, dative, ablative, accusative and locative of the personal pronouns?  What about the noun kedi or the name Mehmet?
· Step 2: Can you still describe what you did last year during the summer vacation, using the definite past tense?  Can you still talk about favorites in Turkish?
· Step 3: Do you still know the days of the week, the months of the year and the seasons? Can you still tell time?  What time is it right now?  What time will it be in 23 minutes?  At what time did you get up this morning? 
Going Shopping 
· Step 1: Listen to, read ALOUD  and memorize the dialogue and supplementary vocabulary in in ET, Unit 13, Section 1: Mağaza ne zaman açılıyor?.  Work through the substitution drills and exercises that follow.
· Step 2: Study the Cultural Note on bargaining in Unit 13, Section 1, memorizing the boldface Turkish bargaining expressions. 

· Step 3: Work through the VBE 2.0 Clothes, and memorize any unfamiliar vocabulary.
Get ready for your tutorial!  Speaking aloud in full sentences, describe each article of clothing which you are wearing, from top to toe.  Describe your favorite article of clothing.  Why do you like it so much?  When, where and for how much did you buy it?  
· Step 4: Explore the LangMedia Turkish in Turkey videos in the section, “Household Goods.”   Don’t worry when you encounter unfamiliar words or grammar!  These videos are meant to give you a sense of what authentic shopping interactions sound like in Turkish.  Memorize useful new expressions, and dazzle everyone at your tutorial.    
· Step 5: Watch the CultureTalk video Places to Shop.

Watch the video at least twice before you look at the Turkish transcription, trying to understand as much as you can on your own.  Don’t worry if you can’t understand every word; just try to follow the general meaning.  Expect some of the grammar to be unfamiliar.  Watch the video at least once more with the transcript before reading the English translation.  Memorize unfamiliar words and phrases, and jot down questions to ask at your tutorial.  

· FOR TUTORIAL: Using your new vocabulary, write one new dialogue similar to each of the ones in Unit 13, Section 1.  These dialogues should each be at least 10 lines long.  Be prepared to act them out at your tutorial.  
Understanding Verbal Nouns
· Step 1: Read, practice, and memorize the short dialogue Alışveriş yapmayı seviyor musunuz? at the end of ET, Unit 13, Section 1. 

· Step 2: Study the usage of verbal nouns in ET, Unit 13, Section 2, reading all examples ALOUD.

· Step 3: Watch the Turkish Grammar Video

· Step 4: Now complete all of the exercises in Unit 14, Section, including the short dialogue listed under “practice in pairs”.  
· Do you understand the differences between –mA and –mAk?

· Be sure to memorize the “list of common verbs used as the main verbs in verbal noun constructions.”  You will find you use these very often.  

· Be sure you are comfortable attaching the correct possessive suffixes to –mA verbal nouns and using them in sentences.  

· Step 5: Complete the listening exercise in ET, Unit 13, Section 3:Listening.
· Step 6: Complete exercises A, B and C in ET, Unit 13, Section 10.
