Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still use lazım, ihtiyaç, gerek and gerek- to talk and ask about things you need, or are obliged to do?  Try making a sentence and asking a question using each one.  
· Step 2:  Are you still comfortable using gibi and kadar?  What about ne kadar?  How would you say in Turkish, “A good student like Deniz” or “as small as a cat”? 
· Step 3: Can you still comfortably use verbal nouns with possessive suffixes?  Quickly translate the following phrases into Turkish, using gerek:
I have to go to Istanbul.  You (sen) have to go to Istanbul.  She has to go to Istanbul.  We have to speak Turkish.  You (siz) have to speak Turkish.  They have to speak Turkish.  

If you struggled, give yourself a little time to review.
Asking and Giving Directions (Part I)

· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue and supplementary vocabulary in Unit 14, Section 1.  Pay particular attention to the italicized  Turkish words.
· Step 2: Complete the substitution drills in Unit 14, Section 1 aloud.    
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which someone asks directions, similar to the one in Unit 14, Section 1.  This dialogue should be at least 18 lines long.  Be sure to use your new vocabulary, especially the secondary postpositions. 
Secondary Postpositions  (above, beneath, amongst, etc.)

· Step 1: Read through Unit 14, Section 2: Grammar Point: Secondary postpositions, reading all Turkish examples ALOUD at least twice.  
NOTE: Many students of Turkish find using secondary postpositions a challenge at first.  But the good news is – you already know all of the grammatical ‘ingredients’ involved in using them correctly!   Practice will make you comfortable using them in everyday conversation.  Remember, a phrase like kitabın altında  is just normal genitive-possessive compound like Mehmet’in kitabı, with a locative ending attached.  

Although it is not required, you may find it useful to review the Turkish Grammar Videos

· Noun Cases & ile: The Locative Case
· Possessives and Compounds: Possessive Suffixes
· Step 2: Memorize the new vocabulary in Unit 14, Section 2. 
· Step 3: Cement these new words in your mind by completing Unit 14, Section 2 Translation Exercises A and B, Exercises A-D, and the Class Activity.
Speaking Practice 

· In the mirror, practice asking and giving directions to places on campus or in town, using secondary postpositions (“Where the café? It’s behind the library.”). 
· Practice using the new secondary postpositions you have learned to describe the locations of the objects around you (“The window is behind the flowers,” etc.).  Challenge yourself to use every one of the postpositions in Unit 14, Section 2.
Getting Someone’s Attention (Politely)
· Step 1:  Read through Unit 14, Section 3.  Say each of the expressions aloud, and commit it to memory.  Challenge yourself to incorporate some of them into your homework this week!
 Asking and Giving Directions  (Part II)
· Step 1: Read aloud and memorize the directions, location words, and useful phrases in Unit 14, Section 4: Asking for directions.  Then complete the substitution drills aloud.
· Step 2: Read aloud and memorize the new vocabulary and phrases in Unit 14, Section 5: Giving directions. Complete the substitution drills and class activity aloud.

· Step 3: Perform and memorize the Unit 14, Section 5 short dialogue, Affedersiniz, süpermarket hangi sokakta?
· Step 4: Complete the listening exercise in Unit 14, Section 6: Listening. 
· Step 5: Complete exercises A and B in ET, Unit 14, Section 14. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out the exercise in ET, Unit 14, Section 7. 

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which someone invites a new friend to dinner, gives him/her directions, and describes the house.  This dialogue should be at least 14 sentences long.

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 21 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role-play asking and giving directions, based on any vocabulary and dialogues from this week.  
· Be prepared to participate in an activity in which you must use secondary postpositions and/or direction words to ask or tell where something is.

· Be prepared to find or give directions to locations on a map.  

· Be prepared to politely get someone’s attention, using the phrases from Unit 14, Section 3.

· Be prepared to describe where certain objects or places are, based on real life or a picture.  

· Be prepared to take part in the class activity in ET, Unit 14, Section 2.

· Be prepared to role play either student in the practice exercise in ET, Unit 14, Section 5.
