Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still politely get someone’s attention, then ask or give simple directions? 
· Step 2: Can you still describe location using secondary postpositions (alt, yan, etc.)?  Describe your current location using these postpositions (Ex.: “I am sitting on the grass under a tree in the middle of a field.”)
· Step 3: Speaking aloud in Turkish, give detailed step-by-step directions from where you live to where your Turkish tutorial is. 
Asking Directions and Using Public Transportation 
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in Unit 14, Section 8: Conversation: Dolmabahçe Sarayı ne tarafata?
If you don’t know what Dolmabahçe Palace is, be sure to look it up before your tutorial!  Who lived there?  Who died there?
· Step 2: Read the cultural notes in Unit 14, Section 8, “Land transportation in Turkey” and “Museums”.  
· Step 3: Watch the “LangMedia, Turkish in Turkey videos:
· Transportation, Dolmus videos
You’ll hear some unfamiliar grammar and vocabulary in the dolmus videos.  Even if you can’t understand everything, practice your listening comprehension by trying to pick out words and phrases, based on context and the vocabulary you already know.  Memorize new words and phrases, and jot down questions for your tutorial. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Using your new vocabulary, write a new dialogue similar to the one in ET, Unit 14, Section 8.  This dialogue should be at least 16 lines long.  Be prepared to act it out.
The Future Tense

· Step 1: Study how to form and use the future tense in Turkish in Unit 14, Section 9.  Memorize the new grammar, and read all Turkish examples ALOUD.  (Pay attention to the pronunciation notes.)
· Step 2: Watch the Turkish Grammar Videos:
· The Future Tense: How to say “I will go”
· The Future Tense: How to say “I will not go”
· The Future Tense: How to ask “Will you go?” 
· The Future Tense: How to ask “Won’t you go?”
Do you understand the difference in meaning between Affirmative yes/no questions and Negative yes/no questions in the future tense?

· Step 3: Work through all the exercises in Unit 14, Section 9.
· Step 4: Read ALOUD the paragraph in Unit 14, Section 10: Reading: Özge anlatıyor: Falımda ne var?.   Memorize the vocabulary and answer the reading comprehension questions. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out the exercise in ET, Unit 14, Section 12.  Write at least 8 sentences about what you will do on your summer vacation, using the future tense.   

FOR TUTORIAL: Write a short paragraph (6-8 sentences) about your future plans and goals.   
FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue in which someone has their fortune told.  Use the affirmative, negative and interrogative forms of the future tense at least 5 times each.  This dialogue should be at least 14 lines long.  
Primary Postpositions “doğru” and  “göre”

· Step 1: Study the usage of the primary postpositions doğru and göre in ET, Unit 14, Section 11. Read all the Turkish example phrases and sentences ALOUD.  Try making up sentences with göre and doğru.
Göre is often used to indicate someone’s opinion (“according to Mehmet”, etc). Unit 14, Section 11 also mentions another way to express this in Turkish: by adding +ce to the first- and second-person pronouns (bence, sence, bizce, sizce).  Be sure to memorize these words as well!
· Step 2: Complete the VBE 2.0 Prepositions.
· Step 3: Complete translation exercises A and B in ET, Unit 14, Section 11. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Using göre and/or doğru, write 10 sentences in the future tense.    
Pronunciation Note & Addtional Practice 
· Step 1:  An initial consonant cluster just means two consonants next to each at the beginning of a word – like the ‘cl-’ in ‘cluster’.  Read the pronunciation note on initial consonant clusters in Unit 14, Section 13.   

· Step 2: Practice saying the bolded words aloud, paying attention to the pronunciation of initial consonant clusters. 
· Step 3: Work through Unit 14, Section 14, Exercises C-H.
Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 14.  
· Every morning this week, practice state your plans for the day using the future tense.  (Mind your pronunciation!) 
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 22 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     
· Be prepared to discuss Turkish public transportation options and museums.

· Be prepared to role play the ‘dolmuş experience’: finding the right one, asking the cost, asking other passengers to pass your fare money forward, and telling the driver when to stop.

· Be prepared to ask directions and give directions to someone else.  Be ready to answer questions based on a map, as in Unit 14, Section 14, Exercise E.
· Be prepared to describe things that will happen tomorrow, next week, next month, and next year.  (Ex.: “Next summer, I will study in Ankara…”)
· Be prepared to discuss fortune-telling in Turkish, and to role-play telling fortunes using the future tense (see Unit 14, Section 10).
· Be prepared to practice using all the different meanings of doğru and göre.
· Be prepared to discuss initial consonant clusters and other features of Turkish pronunciation.
