Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Do you remember how to use the definite past auxiliary for nonverbal predicates?  Try describing yourself and your best childhood friend as kids: (“I was stubborn.  He was loud.  We were not very diligent…” etc.)
· Step 2: Can you still describe future plans?  Try saying what you plan to do next week.
· Step 3: Can you still ask/give directions to a bus station in Turkish, and explain what kind of ticket you want? What would you say if you wanted to buy a round-trip bus ticket (window seat) from Istanbul to Ankara at a student discount for tomorrow at 3:15 p.m.?

· Step 4: Speaking aloud, complete Unit 16, Section 6 Exercises A and B.
· Step 5: Complete the listening exercise Bilgi yarışnası in Unit 16, Section 7.  Then work through Section 7 Exercises A and B.

Describing Differences
· Step 1: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video:

Watch the video at least twice before you look at the transcription.  Try to follow the general meaning.  Watch the video once more with the transcript before reading the translation.

Reflect on the Turkish traditions described in this video.  How do they differ from your culture?  Based on this video, what should you do if your Turkish hosts offer you something that you’d like to accept?  Be prepared to discuss this video.

· Step 2: Complete the reading exercises in Unit 16, Section 8: Hangi ülke?, and answer the subsequent reading comprehension questions.
· Step 3: Work through all of the comparison exercises in Unit 16, Section 9.  Be sure to memorize any new vocabulary.
FOR TUTORIAL: Write a paragraph comparing two cities you have visited, as directed at the beginning of Unit 16, Section 9.  This paragraph should be at least 10 sentences long.

FOR TUTORIAL: Pick two countries, and write a paragraph about each of them, similar to the ones in ET, Unit 16, Section 8.

Pronunciation Note: Two Vowels Together 
· Step 1: Read and practice the pronunciation of two consecutive vowels in ET, Unit 16, Section 11.

· Step 2: Reinforce skills from this Study Guide and Study Guide 25 by completing Exercises A, B, C, E, F and H in Unit 16, Section 12.

Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 16.  

· This week, practice using comparatives and superlatives to describe what you see around you in your daily life (“This is the slowest bus on campus,” etc.)
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.
