Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Pick two cities. Speaking aloud in Turkish, use comparatives to contrast them with each other.  Can you describe each one using superlatives?

· Step 2: Contrast two people that you know, or characters from a story.  See how many differences you can list in Turkish, using comparatives and superlatives. 

· Step 3:  Are you still comfortable using karşı and kadar?  Review Unit 16, Section 10, and make up three sentences with each. 
Talking about the Weather

· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue and supplementary vocabulary in ET, Unit 17, Section 1.

· Step 2: Practice your new weather-related vocabulary by completing the substitution drills and true/false questions in Unit 17, Section 1.  

· Step 3: Read the short paragraph in ET, Unit 17, Section 2: Hava durumu, answer the reading comprehension questions aloud, and complete the other exercises in this section.

· Step 4: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video:
· Places: Southeastern Turkey: Adana 

Watch the video at least twice before you look at the transcription.  Some of the vocabulary and grammar will be unfamiliar; practice trying to follow the general meaning.  Watch the video once more with the transcript before reading the translation. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue similar to the one in Unit 17, Section 1.  This dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.  Be prepared to act it out at the conversation session. 

FOR TUTORIAL: What is the climate in Adana like, according to the CultureTalk video Adana?  How is it different from or similar to the climate where you live?  Do you agree with the speaker about how a place’s climate influences the temperament of the people who live there? Write a paragraph (at least 10 sentences).

FOR TUTORIAL: Write answers to the eight Reading Comprehension questions in ET, Unit 17, Section 2.

How to  form ‘or’ questions and statements

· Step 1: Read, perform aloud, and memorize the short dialogue in ET, Unit 17, Section 2, Dialogue: Tatilde Bodrum’a mı, Marmaris’e mi gidiyorsun?.

· Step 2: Study the usage of the OR questions and statements in ET, Unit 17, Section 3, completing the exercises within the section.  

Notice how the verb tercih et- is used with or questions.

· Step 3: Complete listening exercise in ET, Unit 17, Section 4: Kızım kayboldu.

FOR TUTORIAL: Using your new vocabulary, write a dialogue in which two friends discuss where they plan to go on vacation and why.   Incorporate at least 8 ‘o’ questions or statements. This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long.

Writing Practice 
· Step 1: Complete the exercises A, C, D, and E in ET, Unit 17, Section 12.

FOR TUTORIAL: Write a letter, as instructed in in ET, Unit 17, Section 5.

Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide, you should begin mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 17.
· Make it a habit to describe the weather to yourself in Turkish every time you go outside.  Is it sunny or rainy?  What temperature is it?  Is this weather normal for this time of year?  
· Complete VBE 2.0 Weather.
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 25 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to participate in a dialogue about weather conditions where you live and in Turkey.  Be prepared to use the definite past and future tenses to talk about weather in different seasons.
