Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from last week

Ordering in a Restaurant
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 18, Section 1: Ne arzu ediyorsunuz.  Be sure to learn the supplementary vocabulary and useful phrases.

· Step 2: Speaking aloud, complete the substitution drills and class conversation exercise in Unit 18, Section1.
· Step 3: Watch the CultureTalk videos:

· Food: Turkish Tea: The Social Importance of Coffee and Tea 
Watch each video at least twice before you look at the transcription.  Try to follow the general meaning, even though some grammar and vocabulary will be unfamiliar. Make use of your new food vocabulary, and the Useful Phrases listed in Section 1.   

Talking About Food in Turkey
· Step 1: Read aloud and memorize the food vocabulary in Unit 18, Section 2, and complete the exercise.  

· Step 2: Complete VBE 1.0 Beverages, 1.0 Food, and 1.0 Fruits and Vegetables.  Memorize the new vocabulary.

· Step 3: Memorize the new vocabulary in Unit 18, Section 3: Counting Words, and complete the exercises that follow.  
These counting words are important, and will help make your Turkish sound natural.  As you practice your new food vocabulary, be sure to learn each word’s appropriate counting word.  
· Step 4: Read the cultural notes about Turkish food and drinking culture in Unit 18, Section 14. 
· Step 5: Work through the exercises in Unit 18, Section 4, and memorize the short dialogues listed in the ‘practice in pairs’ section.    Complete the Class Activity: Haftalık Alışveriş Listesi and the food pyramid exercise.  
· FOR TUTORIAL: What and when do you typically eat? What was the most delicious thing you have ever eaten?  When and where did you eat it?  What was the most disgusting thing you have ever eaten? Prepare an informal 5-minute oral presentation, which you will deliver at your tutorial.  
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out the food pyramid exercise in Unit 18, Section 4. 

Reading A Recipe
· Step 1: Read aloud the paragraph Zeytinyağlı türlü in Unit 18, Section 5.  Memorize the new vocabulary.

The Imperative 
· Step 1: Study the 2nd- and 3rd-person forms of the imperative mood in ET, Unit 18, Section 6.  Memorize the new grammar, reading all Turkish examples aloud.
· Step 2 : Complete Unit 18, Section 6 Exercises A and B.

· Step 3: Work through exercises A-C in ET, Unit 18, Section 15.  (You may complete these exercises orally.) 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out a simple recipe, as directed in ET, Unit 18, Section 7.
FOR TUTORIAL: Dialogue:You order red lentil soup (mercimek çorbası) in a restaurant in Ankara. Unfortunately, when your soup arrives you find that it is cold. Write a dialogue in which you politely tell the waiter, deal with the situation, and order something else.  This dialogue should be at least 16 lines long.  Be sure to use your new food vocabulary, at least three imperatives, and at least three counting words.
Vocabulary note:

· You have a lot of new vocabulary to master this week!  These speaking exercises will help you cement the new words:
· Can you name everything you ate today in Turkish?
· Describe your favorite fruit, favorite vegetable, favorite sweet, favorite beverage, etc.  What color is it?  Is it sweet or spicy?  
· You’re in a fancy Turkish restaurant on your birthday.  How would you place your order, and what would you choose?
· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide, you should begin mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 18.  

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 27 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
