Assignments for Independent Study

Reinforcement of material from the previous Study Guide:
· Step 1: Can you still easily form as-soon-as clauses?
· Step 2: Can you politely order a meal in Turkish?  Can you still describe different types of food?
· Step 3: Are you still comfortable using the aorist for polite requests?  
Applying for A Job (Stating Purpose with için) 
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogues in Unit 19, Section 1.
· Step 2: Speaking aloud, answer the questions under the “Practice in pairs” and “Class conversation” headings in Unit 19, Section 1.  Practice the four short dialogues in the Ofiste konuşmalar activity.  
· Step 3: Complete the Vocabulary Building Exercises (VBE) 1.0 Work vocabulary.
The Non-future subject participle –(y)An
· Step 1: Work through Unit 19, Section 2.  Memorize the new grammar, learning how to form a non-future subject participle phrase, how to combine sentences with -(y)An and how to use -(y)An  participles as nouns.
Remember to read all Turkish examples aloud!

· Step 2: Complete Exercises A, B and C in Unit 19, Section 2.
· Step 3: Read aloud the two job descriptions in Unit 19, Section 3: Reading.  Memorize the new vocabulary.  
· Step 4: Watch the CultureTalk Turkey video
· Life Abroad: Studying in the U.S.: Choosing to Study Abroad

Watch the video at least twice before you look at the transcription.  Try to follow the general meaning, even though some grammar and vocabulary will be unfamiliar.  Watch the video once more with the transcript before reading the translation. Can you identify the use of the -(y)An participle in the Choosing to Study Abroad video?
· FOR TUTORIAL:  Write out the exercise at the end of Unit 19, Section 2 which begins, “Form participle phrases from the simple sentences given below...”
· FOR TUTORIAL: Complete the writing exercise in ET, Unit 19, Section 4.  This application letter should be at least 10 sentences long.  Use the -(y)An participle at least four times. 
Describing Personal Features and Traits
· Step 1: Read aloud and memorize the lists of physical features and personal traits in Unit 19, Section 5: Word Focus: Personal features and traits.
· Step 2: Speaking aloud, practice your new vocabulary by completing the exercises in Unit 19, Section 5. 

Your time to shine!  Imagine you are applying for your dream job.  Describe your qualities and qualifications in the mirror.  Be as persuasive as you can!   
· Step 3: Complete the listening exercise in Unit 19, Section 6: Listening.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Using the new vocabulary from Unit 19, Section 5, write a paragraph describing the character and physical appearance of someone you know.   This paragraph should be at least 7 sentences long. 

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write a dialogue similar to the ones in ET, Unit 19, Section 1.  This dialogue should be at least 10 lines long.  

· FOR TUTORIAL: Special Dialogue: A very wealthy, very fussy Istanbullu gourmet is looking to hire a new cook.  Write a dialogue in which s/he talks about what exactly s/he is looking for.  Be sure to use your new vocabulary, and the non-future subject participal –(y)an.  This dialogue should be at least 12 lines long.
Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide and  the VBE 1.0 Work vocabulary, you should begin mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 19.  
· To help assimilate the new personality and physical trait vocabulary you learned this week, practice describing the people you see or read about in Turkish (Ex.: That politician is intelligent but insincere.) 
· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 29 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to role play a dialogue in which someone applies for a job, or to debate the merits of two candidates.
· Be prepared to actively use and understand the non-future subject participle -(y)An.  You may be asked to use -(y)An to combine two sentences, or describe the actions of a character in a photo.
· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary from Unit 19, Section 5 to describe yourself and others.  

· Be prepared to identify people based on a verbal description.
· Be prepared to act out the activities in ET, Unit 19, Section 5.
