Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still use the adverbial suffix -(y)Ip?   Make up three sentences using -(y)Ip.  
· Step 2:  Imagine you are writing a letter to an old friend to catch up and talk about plans for the future.  In the letter, describe the physcial and personality traits of a new friend or teacher.  (No need to write the letter down – just speak it aloud.)  Was that easy?
· Are you still comfortably using all of the expressions you learned last week with her and hiç?  Say aloud a sentence with using each one.
Looking for a rental apartment
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogue in ET, Unit 23, Section 1: Kiralık bir daire arıyorum.

The future subject participle -(y)AcAk

· Step 1: Complete the listening exercise in ET, Unit 23, Section 3: Listening: Ahmet’in evi.
· Step 2: Read aloud and memorize short dialogue in ET, Unit 23, Section 3, Dialogue: Kiralık daireyi tutacak olan bayan geldi mi?

Notice the italicized words ending in -acak?

· Step 3: Work through Unit 23, Section 4, learning how to form and use the future subject participle -(y)acak. Read all Turkish examples aloud, and memorize the new grammar. 

· Step 4 : Complete exercises A and C in ET, Unit 23, Section 4. 

FOR TUTORIAL: Write out 5 sentences using the future subject participle –(y)AcAK
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out Exercise B in Unit 23, Section 4.
The reflexive pronoun kendi
· Step 1: Perform aloud the short dialogue in ET, Unit 23, Section 5: Reading: Kiralık daire arıyoruz.  
Pay attention to the italicized  words beginning with “kendi.”

· Step 2: In Unit 23, Section 6, learn how to use the reflexive pronoun: kendi. Remember to read all Turkish examples aloud, and to memorize all new grammar and vocabulary.
· Step 3: Now you can go back and memorize the dialogue in Unit 23, Section 5.
· Step 4: Complete exercises A and B in ET, Unit 23, Section 6. 
FOR TUTORIAL: Write out 5 sentences or questions using kendi.
Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide and the VBEs 2.0 House and Home and 2.0 Household, you should begin mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 23.  
Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 35 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
