Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 15 (p. 99-103).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 15.

· Watch the Living with Family video on CultureTalk Turkey.  

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the example sentences at the beginning of LTET Lesson 15 (p. 99)
· Review sections 1, 2 and 3 on the suffixes lV4, -sV4z and lV4k.   Study the examples given.  Practice using each new suffix on five different nouns. 

· Study LTET Lesson 15, Section 4. Past indefinite verb forms.  Learn how to form the positive, negative and interrogative forms of the Past Indefinite tense.  

· Study LTET Lesson 15, Section 5. Past narrative verb forms and learn the new suffixes. (p. 101-2)  

· Study LTET Lesson 15, Section 6. Past perfect verb forms and learn the new suffixes. (p. 102)

Test yourself:  Do you think you have memorized how to form these three new tenses?  Great!  Now, close your textbook and try to write out the complete Past Indefinite, Past Narrative and Past Perfect conjugations of yapmak and gezmek.  Check your work.

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· Be prepared to talk about the families of the people in the videos. 

· Be prepared to talk about your own family: your relationships with your family members, what they do, where they live, etc.  Do you live with your family now?

· What are the roles of the grandparents in the American society? Are there typically close bonds between grandchildren and grandparents? Do you have any memories of your own grandparents?  Did they live nearby? 
Weekly Role-play Activities:

· You are a high school student. This weekend there is a big birthday party of one of your classmates. You really want to be there. So you decide to ask your mom for permission. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The daughter/son

Second student: The mother

· You damaged one of the important files while you were working with your father’s laptop. You know he will be mad at you when he learns this. You need to explain the situation and apologize to him. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The daughter/son

Second student: The father

· It is your younger sister’s turn to wash the dishes. However, she does not care and she claims that it is your turn to wash them. You are trying to explain her that it is actually her turn and she should be more responsible. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The student

Second student: Younger sister

Oral Practice:

To prepare for these Discussion Questions and Role-Play Activities you should:

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared. 

Review

· Go through the flashcards you made for Study Guide 11.  Use each word aloud in a sentence.  Are you still actively using all of these words?  Practice adding the suffixes 
-lV4, -s V4z and -l V4k to the nouns, and using the words you form aloud in a sentence.
· Can you still describe your family? 
Homework to Hand in at the Tutorial

· In the CultureTalk video Living with Family, the speaker explains that unmarried adults in Turkey typically live with their parents.  Is this the case in the U.S. as well?  What social factors do you think might account for the fact that Americans tend to leave their families at a younger age?  When do people usually move out of their parents’ home in America?  What do you think the advantages and disadvantages to all concerned of single young adults living with their families?  Are you living with your parents and/or siblings?  Give these issues some real thought; this is an illuminating difference between Turkish and American culture.  Write a paragraph (at least 12 sentences).  Use the suffixes - lV4, -sV4z and –lV4k at least 10 times in total.
· Write your own short fairy tale OR your own Nasreddin Hoca story using the Past Indefinite, Past Narrative and Past Perfect verb forms.  This story should be at least 15 sentences long.  
· Write a dialogue in which two people gossip about the extraordinary behavior of someone else (a neighbor/friend/relative/celebrity, etc.)  Remember to use the Past Indefinite tense!  Be prepared to act this dialogue out orally at your tutorial.  This dialogue should be 1 page long.   
· Read through Lesson 15, Exercise A.  Choose the 10 sentences you find most challenging, and write out their translations.  

· Write out Lesson 15, Exercise B.
