Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 16 (p. 104-110).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 16.

· Watch the Eating Dinner Together video on CultureTalk Turkey.  

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the 15 example sentences at the beginning of LTET Lesson 16, p. 104-5
· Read LTET Lesson 16, Section 1. The partitive, and study the examples in italics.  

· Study LTET Lesson 16, Section 2. Participles.  Memorize the examples given.  Learn to use the suffix –(y)V2n to form participles.

· Read LTET Lesson 16, Section 3. Gerund in t/dV4k.  Learn the uses of the gerund in Turkish, and how it can be combined with possessive suffixes.  

· Study LTET Lesson 16, Section 4. Indirect discourse.  

· Study LTET Lesson 16, Section 5. Relative gerundive and adverb (p. 107-8).  Learn how to form and use objective relative pronouns, possessive relative pronouns, and relative adverbs. 

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  
Listen carefully for relative clauses and/or gerundives in –t/dV4k in this week’s CultureTalk videos!  How many can you spot? 
Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· Be prepared to talk about the family activities the people in the videos are talking about. What do Turkish people do when they come together with their family members? What is the importance of having dinner/food together? 

· Be prepared to talk about your own family activities. What do you usually do when you get together with your family? Are there any special kinds of family activities you do with your family?

· Do you often fight with your family members?  What are the reasons for your fights? Do they last long?

· Who do you consider to be a part of your family?

Weekly Role-play Activities:

· You come home from school. Your room is in a mess, even though your mom has been telling you to tidy it up since the beginning of this week. She is angry with you.  She starts yelling at you. You start fighting.  (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The daughter/son

Second student: The mother

· You will be acting in the school play this weekend. You really want your parents to come and watch you. You know your father is really busy, but you still want to let him know, and want him to come and watch you while acting. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The daughter/son

Second student: The father

· It is your sister’s birthday. You want to have a big party for her. You call one of your cousins and ask for help with the preparations. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The student

Second student: The cousin

Oral Practice:

To prepare for these Discussion Questions and Role-Play Activities you should:

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared. 

Review

· Go through the flashcards you made for Study Guide 12.  Are you still comfortably using all of these words?
· Look around you.  Describe everyone and everything you see using an adjective in –lV4  or -sV4z.  (Ex: O kurbağa kuyruksuz.)
Study Tip: Turkish children’s songs (“Minik Kurbağa,” “Pazara gidelim,” etc.) are a fun and

easy way to learn new words and expressions, and practice your Turkish pronunciation.  This week, look online and see if you can find a Turkish children’s song to memorize.  Another great, culturally rich source of new vocabulary and expressions are türküs (traditional Turkish songs); you can learn more about them on CultureTalk in the section Arts & Entertainment: Turkish Folksongs. (Optional)
Homework to Hand in at the Tutorial

· Crowd scene: A group of 25 tourists go to the Spice Bazaar in Istanbul.  They have only half an hour there.  What do different people decide to do in that time?  Using the partitive structures you learned this week, write a paragraph (at least 12 sentences) describing the activities engaged in by different parts of the group.  Remember to use participles and the gerund!  
· Orhan accidentally left his school project in his room.  Write a dialogue in which he phones home and begs someone to please bring it to school for him.  Orhan should describe his project using at least 8 participles (Ex: “It is in the notebook which is sitting on my bookshelf.”)  This dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.
· Write 10 sentences using indirect discourse.
·  Write out LTET Lesson 16, Exercises A and B.
