Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 18 (p. 117-122).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 18.

· Watch the Student Selection Exam video on CultureTalk Turkey.  

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the example sentences at the beginning of LTET Lesson 18 (p.117)
· Study LTET Lesson 18, section 1 Progressive verb forms.  Memorize the suffixes.  Learn when to use this tense.  

· Study Lesson 18, section 2 Common infinitive plus the locative with ‘to be’
· Go over how to form ordinal and distributive numbers in Turkish (p. 120)

· Study Lesson 18, section 4 Gerundive in the uses of the gerundive in -(y)V2  Memorize any idioms with which you are not already familiar. 
· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· How can you get into a university in Turkey? What is OSS? How can you get in a university/college in the U.S.? Is there an entrance exam? Is it hard to get into a university in the U.S like in Turkey? Do you need to spend a lot of money on your higher education?

· What are the vocational university and open colleges? Are there any different types of universities/colleges in the U.S.? Is it possible for people to work and study at the same time? What might be the advantages of open colleges?

· In your opinion what are the advantages of higher education? Do people have to have higher education in order to get a job in the U.S.? Is it easy to find a job without having higher education? Why did you decide to go to college? What are your plans for the future?

Weekly Role-play Activities:

· You think you should start taking tutorials in Physics to be able to get a high score in the OSS. You tell your mother why you will need these tutorials and try to convince her. (Students change roles after the first performance).

· You are in your last year of high school. You are studying hard because you want to pass the OSS and get into a good university. Your best friend does not want to continue on to higher education. S/he wants to start working right out of high school. You think s/he is very talented, and should definitely apply to university. You discuss this with him/her.
