Getting Started:
· Read through LTET Lesson 22 (p. 141-147).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 22.

· Watch the video Taking the Ferry to School on CultureTalk Turkey.  

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the example sentences on p. 141.
· Study Lesson 22, section 1. Abbreviating verb forms.  Make up 4 sentences using the suffix –(y)V4p.  Learn the Turkish construction for ‘whether or not.’

· Study Lesson 22, section 2. Attendant circumstance, and learn how to use –ken and –(y)V2rV2k.  Read the examples aloud.  Make up 2 sentences using -ken and 2 using –(y)V2rV2k.

· Study Lesson 22, section 3 and learn how to use the suffix –V4ncV2 (IncA).  Learn the formula V4ncV2yV2 kadar.

· Study section 4 and learn to express ‘when’/ ‘whenever’ with -t/dV4kçV2
· Study section 5 and learn the 4 principal suffixes with which verbs are derived in Turkish.  Memorize both the patterns and specific examples given.     
· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· Be prepared to talk about the memories of the people in the videos. Be prepared to talk about one of your childhood, youth memories.

· Be prepared to talk about the city you grew up. What do you remember about the city? What did you use to do as a child?

· Be prepared to talk about your idol, someone you really appreciated during your life time and who has a positive effect on your life. 

Weekly Role-play Activities:

· You run into an old primary school friend whom you have not seen for ten years.  You reminisce about your favorite memories together.
· You are planning to move to Istanbul with your spouse and 10-year-old son.  You are concerned about what the experience will be like for your son – what is it like to be a schoolchild in Istanbul?  To try to imagine it, you ask an Istanbullu friend all about her experiences growing up.

· A soccer-mad little boy wins a school contest.  The reward?  An interview with his hero, Beşiktaş soccer team’s star player.  The boy asks lots of questions about his idol’s childhood, and how he grew up to be such a soccer star.  The soccer player encourages the boy, and asks him about his own life.

Oral Practice:
