To begin with!

After watching this video watch also “pl_greeting_friends” video. Do you notice any differences in the way people greet each other and in their manner of speaking? How well do you think the two persons know each other in each video? 
Now!

Watch the video once. What are the two persons asking each other about? Watch again and try to figure out the words for “studies/studying, university, exams, parents (also relatives)”. Make sure to pay attention to the colloquial pronunciation! 
(*Notice that these words are modified by the definite article “al” when there are no possessive pronouns attached to them. In other words, the question would either be: How is your studying? / How are your parents?, or: How is the studying? / How are the parents?)
(*Asking about studying, university and parents is usually part of exchanging  pleasantries no matter whether or not the situation is formal and whether or not the people involved know each other well! )
From the video, how would  “my studying” be in colloquial? What about “your studying” when addressing a man or a woman, “his studying”/ “her studying”? 
Imagine that you are addressing a woman you know, ask her about her studying and parents! (Remember you could either ask “your studying”/ “your parents” or “the studying”/”the parents”!)
Next! While watching the video, try to answer the following questions:
How does the woman greet the man? How does he reply? 
(*The complete reply to the greeting “assalam  <aleikum” is “wa <aleikum assalam 
wa ra<hmatu llah”: “Peace be on you” “And on you be peace and the mercy of God”  Often, however, only “wa <aleikum assalam” is used in the reply.)
The man asks the woman “How are you?”, what does he say? How does she reply? How does she ask him “How are you?” How does he reply?

What does the woman ask next? What does the man reply? How would “Everything is perfect” be in colloquial?

The man next asks: “And you, how is your studying?”, what does he say? (Notice the position of “you” in his question!!) What does the woman reply? In her reply the woman says “mashi”, what do you think that means?

Next, the man asks the woman about her exams, what does he say? 
The woman replies: “We are finishing exams next week, hopefully”. Can you repeat what she says? (*Notice the position of “exams” in her reply! The order of words in a sentence is not strict in  the Colloquial.) 
What is the Arabic expression used for “hopefully”? 
From your knowledge of  Standard, what is the word for “week”? Try to figure out “next week” in the Colloquial. (Pay attention to the colloquial pronunciation, and the definite article “al” in both “next” and “week”!) 
The colloquial for “we will finish” is “minh>alle<s” – do you remember the standard word for that?
 Now try to repeat the whole sentence “We will finish exams next week, hopefully”! (You could also place “exams” immediately after the verb “minh>alle<s”) 
Next, the man hopes that everything goes well (in this context with the woman’s exams), what does he say to her? How does she reply?

The man asks the woman about her relatives, what does he say? 
She replies: “All the relatives are saying hi to you”, what does she say? “bisal’mu” means “are saying hi”- try to figure out how would “are saying hi to you” be in colloquial. 
Find out the standard word for “all”. How would “all of them” be in Standard? What about the Colloquial? Now can you repeat the whole sentence “All the relatives are saying hi to you!” 
The woman then rephrases her reply in a different way: “They are all saying hi, and sending their greetings to you”.  “b’iib<atu”  means “are sending” in colloquial- can you figure out the standard word for it? 
 “salamat” means greetings. 
From the video, how would “their greetings” be in colloquial? (What about “my greetings”, “your greetings m/f”, “his/her greetings”?) Now, how would “sending their greetings to you” be in colloquial? Try to repeat the whole answer of the woman! 
How does the man respond? 

Now try to imagine that someone is asking you about your parents/relatives, and play out   both roles asking and responding!
(* “They are saying hi/ they are sending their greetings” are polite responses to questions about  parents, family, sisters, brothers, friends in common…etc)
And now you!
Listen to the conversation and repeat what the woman says. Listen again and repeat what the man says. (You hear the woman greeting the man. Pause the video and repeat what she says. The man replies to the woman’s greeting, and asks her about her studying. Listen to the woman’s response, then pause again and repeat what she says… Then listen to the video again pausing and repeating what the man says.)
Try your knowledge!
How would you ask someone about his/ her studying, university, parents?

How would you respond to someone asking you about your studying? University? Exams?  Parents? 

How would you say that everything is perfect?

Someone is telling you about his exams/ traveling/ a family affair… What would you say to indicate that you hope everything goes well?

Your friend is telling you that someone is sending you his greetings/ saying hi to you. How would you respond to your friend if she was a woman? And if he was a man?

At last!
You bump into a friend or an acquaintance, try to greet him/her and to make a polite short conversation with him /her. (You would need to play both roles!)
